Matthew has devoted more space to the words of Jesus in his gospel than any of the other gospel writers.  

He has preserved for us at least five of Jesus’ major talks. The longest and best known of these talks is 

‘The Sermon on the Mount’.  Over the summer months, we will be exploring the foundational themes 

Jesus outlines in this teaching. Here He gives concise statements on the essentials for becoming the kind 

of person who lives with God’s kingdom values in mind.  At the conclusion of this talk Jesus stated that all 

who would live by what He taught would have the benefit of understanding what is necessary to actually 

do what is right.
